The theme for this year is ‘Always was,
Always will be’ which recognises the fact that
Aboriginal people have occupied this land for
tens of thousands of years. 

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people were
Australia’s first explorers, first navigators, first engineers,
first farmers, first botanists, first scientists, first diplomats,
first astronomers and first artists. It’s about seeing,
hearing and learning the First Nations’ 65,000+ year
history of this country - which is Australian history. 
We want all Australians to celebrate that we have the
oldest continuing cultures on the planet and to
recognise that our sovereignty was never ceded.
This country was criss-crossed by generations of brilliant
Nations. We are spiritually and culturally connected to
this country.
For Port Elliot Primary, NAIDOC was a busy week due to
the date change. Jai proudly delivered the
Acknowledgement of Country at a community
Remembrance Day ceremony at the Port Elliot Soldier
Memorial Garden. Jade worked with some of our ATSI
students on creating NAIDOC posters which gave them
the opportunity to talk about and unpack the theme. This
activity will continue next week.
There was an ATSI transition to high school at the Victor
Harbor High School. The Fleurieu schools year 7 ATSI
students came together in the Nunga room to
familiarise themselves with staff, the space and the
other students. Some of the existing VHHS students
welcomed us and showed us around the school,
answering questions and making the new students feel
more comfortable.
Unfortunately, many community NAIDOC events didn’t go
ahead on the Fleurieu due to the difficulty of running
events. Not knowing how many people would attend
made it tricky to navigate in a COVID safe way but we
have some exciting things in the pipeline for next year!
